Through this partnership, Alternative House will work closely with GLTHS to equip students with the
knowledge and tools to recognize unhealthy behaviors, seek support, and build healthy
relationships. The program will include workshops on consent, boundaries, red flags of abuse, and
how to support friends who may be experiencing dating violence.
